When driving in the winter, drive according to

conditions. Before you go, check route conditions, pack

essentials and equip your car with appropriate tires as

per the provincial legal requirements.

When you arrive in Golden, make sure to respect

speed limits within the community. Stay alert for

hazards including wildlife. Pay attention to

signage and camp only in designated locations.

Keep motorized vehicle noise to a minimum and

share the road with cyclists and pedestrians.
